
	

The CAAHEP Accreditation Process 
for Anesthesiologist Assistant Programs 
 

1. Program submits
the I/CSSR

2. ARC-AA reviews the 
I/CSSR and schedules

a site visit
allow 30-45 days

for review

3. Program hosts the site 
visit

4. ARC-AA sends the 
Finidngs Letter 
within 30 days
of the site visit

5. Program responds
to the Findings Letter

at least 45 days
is given

6. ARC-AA Board makes 
an accreditation status 

recommendation to 
CAAHEP

7. CAAHEP makes final 
determination of the 
accreditation status 
at least 30-60 days

after step #6
